2.1 Production Release: January 8, 2022

The API changes noted below will be released to production in the late-night hours of January 6. USPS is
enacting a Price Change on January 9, 2022, which will be available on January 6 when using a ship date
of January 9 or beyond. All domestic and international price calculator and shipping label APIs will reflect
updated pricing in XML responses, on shipping label images, and in the Shipping Services Files (see
Appendix A for full list of price calculator and label APIs).
